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Author Lele Ste gives 100% profits to KICKcancER

 Lele Ste, Kathy Peterson give 100% profits from book to fund kits for pediatric cancer patients

Palomar Mountain, CA: From now until December 15, 2015, local author Lele Ste and her illustrator Kathy Peterson have decided to bring attention and donations to KICKcancER, an organization that is dedicated to helping families affected by childhood cancer.  

Lele Ste's book, The Littlest Daffodil, was inspired by the real life battle of 4 year old Ella, diagnosed with pediatric cancer early this year.  During Ella's chemo and radiation treatment, Lele watched as Ella fought her battle with grace and dignity.  After Ella lost her hair for the second time, Lele was inspired to write a story about a daffodil who loses her petals.

The story was written as a gift for Ella, but as more and more people read the book, it began to resonate with more children and adults who were going through their own personal struggles.  “I feel like that little daffodil,” began to be a common sentiment among the readers when they would talk to Lele about the book.  The simple children's story held a much deeper meaning that was impacting people on a  much more personal level.

When the book began to generate more profits than Lele or Kathy had anticipated, they asked Ella's mom and dad where they could disperse the profits to bless their family.  KICKcancER was the organization that they chose.  KICKcancER provides kits to pediatric cancer patients to help their bodies stay strong and healthy both during and after treatment.  However, due to lack of funding, there is now a list for kids, waiting to receive their kits.  Lele and Kathy immediately agreed to donate 100% of their profits to try to eliminate that list – hoping that each child could receive their kits in time for Christmas.

“People are often worry that their donations to cancer research and treatment foundations get dilluted.  They wonder how much of their donations actually get to help the people who need it,” says Lele Ste.  “Our profits will literally go 100% towards funding kits that will go into the hands of children who are waiting for them.  Plus, our readers receive a lovely book that they can pass on to children or adults in their own lives who might be struggling through trials and in need of encouragment.”
